A messenger of a person is like them [or acts for
them]

Because it’s known that all..souls are one, because
their roots are from the quality of “all is one, all is
good.”
As it’s written, “Every soul of the house of Jacob who
came [to Egypt] (Gen 46:27).. 70 soul (Ex 1:5).”- in
the singular.

Before creation everything was one,
and even the word “pure” wasn’t appropriate to say
Because you can’t say “pure” when there’s no impure.
Before creation everything was one, everything was good,
everything was holy…

After creation there were, as it were, two things:
the aspect of Oneness and Creation. And thus there was
choice.

And from there [the dualistic, created world] is the essence of
the hold of the lie, whose root is in its distance from oneness.

By the truth of the Divine Providence, everything is actually
[still] in Oneness after creation as it was in “Before Creation
(kodem habriah)”.
A lie removes a person from Divine Providence and thus
separates “After Creation” from “Before Creation”
This is the meaning of “when you arrive at the pure marble
stones don’t say “water, water”- that they are the tears [that
cloud vision] that would come into being by virtue of the lie.

This is the meaning of “a messenger of a person is like
them” in all of the Torah, because the purpose of the
Torah is to be in Oneness, to encompass “After
Creation” in “Before Creation” that is all one, all good.
This is the purpose of humanity- to encompass all of the
worlds in Oneness through Torah and Mitzvot in this
world…
All of the Torah is the aspect of “eyes,” as it’s written,
“The divine commandments are clear, illuminating the
eyes.” (Ps. 19:9)

The evil inclination and the Other Side cover [the
underlying Oneness]... After we break the covering
[that obscures Oneness] and believe that the
separating veil and choice are from [the Divine], then
everything is encompassed in Divine Oneness [in a
dynamic way]
By this vessels and palaces are formed to receive
the light of Divine Oneness and to delight with YHVH
to behold the beauty of YHVH and to visit in the
Divine abode. (Ps 27:4)
Nonetheless the world will not be completely nullified
[as it would be if the coverings completely
disappeared] because all of those delicate and
spiritual palaces are created by virtue of meriting to
break the separating veil, by virtue of choosing life
until by this, the veil is transformed and supernal
palaces are made from it to receive the light [of]
Divine Oneness. Blessed is the one who merits this.
